Complete the Chapter questions and vocabulary in complete sentences.  Most answers will have direct evidence from the story. Try to note the pages of this evidence, and use the evidence in your response.  Questions marked with an asterisk (*) will require some personal opinion in addition to simple fact finding.
Remember, these are your notes for the book.  Any quiz or test questions will be based on a general understanding of the plot and characters, and anything that is presented in these handouts and worksheets.
1. How successful is the animals’ first harvest as free members of the farm?  How would you describe Boxer’s contributions to this effort?
2. “[E]veryone worked according to his capacity” (18).  What does this quotation mean, and what ideas might it reflect?

3.  Analyze Benjamin’s “cryptic answer” on page 19. What do you think his attitude is toward life on the farm and the rebellion?*

4. Compare Snowball and Napoleon’s efforts towards social reform.  What do they do to better the lives of the animals in Chapter 3?
5. What animals on the farm can read?

6. What ended up happening to the milk and apples?  How does Squealer rationalize this decision?  Do you agree with this decision?  If any, what might be an error in Squealer’s logic?*

7. Who are Pilkington and Frederick?  What are their attitudes towards Animal Farm?

8. Re-read the account of the Battle of the Cowshed.   How would you summarize Snowball’s efforts in this battle?  How would you summarize Napoleon’s?*
9. What individuals are considered “powerful” so far in the story?  What makes them so?  What characteristics would you need to possess in order to be considered a “powerful” individual?*
